1. CALL TO ORDER/ATTENDANCE
Chair Christine Buckner called the meeting to order at approximately 6:00 p.m. Also in attendance were Vice-Chair Rita Phillis, committee members Tom Heffner, Linda Barnhart and Paul Henriques. Mayor Gary Perry, Council Liaison Jeff Pruitt, Town Manager Andy Stewart and Head of Public Works Willie Midgett also attended.

2. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Buckner moved Barnhart’s presentation ahead of Heffner’s presentation. After that, Phillis moved to approve the amended agenda, Henriques seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM JULY 25, 2017
Phillis moved to approve the minutes, seconded by Buckner. The motion passed unanimously.

4. PUBLIC COMMENT
No members of the public came forward to speak.

5. ITEMS BROUGHT UP BY COMMITTEE MEMBERS
· Barnhart presented a mock-up of the proposed cards and mentioned how happy the realty companies are that the cards are will be available for their rental guests. She had researched printing costs and found that on-line using an on-line printer was the most affordable option. Discussion followed of how attractive the proposed cards are and of how to pay for them. Buckner mentioned that there is money in the committee budget to cover the cost. Phillis moved to proceed with the order, seconded by Henriques. The vote was unanimous
· SANDY RUN PARK IPROVEMENTS-TOM HEFFNER
Town Manager presented Heffner’s research on suggested improvements for Sandy Run Park.  The suggestions ran from repairing/replacement of the basketball court to removal of the underutilized putting green and horseshoe areas. Examples were shown of stretching and exercise stations to be placed throughout the park, along with proposed locations. Buckner asked if stretching/fit stations could be added at the Kiddie Park and down the Woods Road path. Midgett said he’d do the necessary research. Mayor Perry mentioned that the PARTF grant needs to be researched to ensure that the additions and changes don’t violate the terms of the grant. 

6. PROJECT UPDATES
It was announced that a grant has been awarded for the much needed repairs and resurfacing for the town bike paths.

7. NEW BUSINESS
· RECREATION COMMITTEE BUDGET FOR FY 2018-2019 -Tabled until February 28, 2018 meeting.
· RECREATION COMMITTEE WORK PLAN FY 2018-2019-It was agreed to add the Woods Road path to the work plan.
· RECREATION COMMITTEE MASTER PLAN FY 2018-2019-Henriques mentioned that the Master Plan appears to be outdated and that it needs improvement. He suggested a survey of town residents in order to get a clear understanding of current recreation needs. Discussion followed with Buckner explaining why things such as Heritage Day have remained in the Master Plan. It was decided to table further discussion until the February 28 meeting so all members could thoroughly review the plan and present their own suggestions.
