1. CALL TO ORDER/ATTENDANCE
As committee chair Christine Buckner was unable to attend, Vice-chair Rita Phillis called the meeting to order at approximately 6:00 p.m.  Also attending were committee members Tom Heffner, Linda Barnhart and Paul Henriques.  Council liaison Jeff Pruitt was also present.

2. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

5. PROJECT UPDATES
Pruitt announced that the town has been invited to apply for a PARTF grant for the connections of Sandy Run Park, the Nature Conservancy and the Dare County Park on Kitty Hawk Rd. Each connection will be approximately 500 feet.

c. Recreation Committee Master Plan FY 2018-2019
It was decided to take suggestions from the public for an update to the Master Plan at the January 2019 meeting. Henriques had gone through the state plan to find updates and possible changes. There was discussion of how to do the survey, i.e. a mailer of an on-line survey. The state had used Survey Monkey when the state plan was update.  It was agreed that on-line will be the better option as tourists would be able to participate by following a link on the town website.
d. Recreation Committee Budget FY 2018-2019
Phillis moved to approve the budget, Barnhart seconded. The vote to approve was unanimous.
