1. CALL TO ORDER/ATTENDANCE
Committee Chair Christine Buckner called the meeting to order at approximately 6:00 p.m. Vice-chair Rita Phillis and committee members Tom Heffner, Linda Barnhart and Paul Henriques were also present as well as council liaison Jeff Pruitt and Town Manager Andy Stewart.

2. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Phillis moved to approve the agenda, seconded by Barnhart. The vote to approve was unanimous.

3. APPROVAL OF APRIL 18, 2018 SPECIAL MEETING
Phillis moved to approve, Barnhart seconded. The vote to approve was unanimous.

No members of the public came forward.

5. ELECTION OF OFFICIALS
Phillis nominated Buckner for another term as committee chair, seconded by Henriques. The vote was unanimous. Buckner nominated Phillis for another term as vice-chair, seconded by Heffner. The vote was unanimous. Phillis also agreed to another term as secretary.

6.  PROJECT UPDATES
After revising the order, updates went as follows:
a. Map Of Points Of Interest:  Stewart did a presentation of the proposed brochure of town points of interest. Discussion and suggestions followed and it was agreed that the revised/corrected brochure would be presented at the next meeting.
b. Sandy Run Park Improvements:  Buckner and Stewart presented a formal proposal for the improvements. Discussion followed including where to put the stretching stations, explanation signage, etc. Buckner mentioned how empty the gazebo looks, Phillis suggested putting bench seating around the inside of the gazebo, and Stewart said that anything in the gazebo has to be designed to allow for disabled access. Barnhart brought up that there needs to be more for the 12 – 15 year old demographic. There was discussion of painting other games on the basketball court. Heffner said a swing needs to be added near the front of the park. Barnhart moved to approve the proposed upgrades, seconded by Phillis. The vote was unanimous.

7.  ITEMS BROUGHT UP BY COUNCIL LIAISON
Pruitt said that the costs for the train extensions may be too high to do the entire project at once and that it will be done in two phases. He also mentioned that adequate parking will be key.

8.  ITEMS BROUGHT UP BY COMMITTEE MEMBERS
Henriques mentioned that the porta-john at the Woods Road Park may need to be moved and that people are using the disabled parking space for bicycle parking. No other members had items for discussion.

9.  NEXT MEETING DATE
The date for the next meeting was set for October 30, 2018.
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10.  ADJOURN
Phillis moved to adjourn, seconded by Barnhart. The vote was unanimous, and the meeting adjourned at approximately 6:40.
