Sec. 3-6.  Horseback riding.

It shall be unlawful to ride a horse or allow a horse to be ridden east of U.S. Highway 158 Bypass (Croatan Highway) on the public streets of the town or on the ocean beach within the town except as provided herein.

(1)
During the period from May 15 to September 15, the following regulations shall apply:

a.
Horses may be ridden on the ocean beach one-half hour before sunrise until 10:00 a.m. and from 6:00 p.m. until one-half hour after sunset. The rider shall remain with the horse at all times on the ocean beach. There shall be no horseback riding on the ocean beach between 10:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m.

b.
Any feces dropped by the horse on the beach shall be removed from the beach by the rider and disposed of away from the beach in an environmentally safe and appropriate manner.

c.
The number of riders and horses together in a group shall not exceed four combinations of horse and rider on the ocean beach and on the public streets of the town.

d.
The following town beach access locations are designated as horse and rider access points for the purpose of going to and departing from the ocean beach while riding a horse:

1.
East end of Eckner Street.

2.
East end of Kitty Hawk Road.

3.
East end of Byrd Street.

Horses and riders shall access the beach only at the above locations and shall use the above town streets as access corridors to the locations.

(2)
The owner of a horse ridden in violation of these provisions as well as the rider shall be subject to the penalty provided herein.

(3)
At no time shall a horse be ridden on the ocean beach at a speed or in a manner likely to endanger persons or property.

(4)
Each violation of this section shall be a misdemeanor punishable by a fine of not more than $50.00 for each violation.
