7. Consent Agenda - Items on the Consent Agenda are considered to be non-controversial, routine in nature or items not requiring a presentation to or discussion by the Town Council in order to consider the item(s).  Any item may be removed for discussion by Council or by any member of the Audience who wants to hear the item presented and discussed.    
a.) Approval of Minutes - April 6, 2010 Regular meeting. (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will approve these minutes.)

b.) Tax Pick Ups and Releases - (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will acknowledge this report.) 
c.) Revenues and Expenses Report for March 2010 - (An affirmative vote for the Consent Agenda will acknowledge this report.) 
d.) Designation of Applicant’s Agent Resolution – This North Carolina Division of Emergency Management resolution authorizes the Town Manager and Finance Officer to execute and file applications for federal and/or state assistance on behalf of the Town if and when needed.  (An affirmative vote of the Consent Agenda will approve this resolution.) 
e.) FY 09-10 General Fund Budget Transfer #1 – This budget transfer action serves to re-allocate information technology services funds that were classified as contracted non-departmental services.  Prior council action created a part-time IT position in administrative services and now requires the transfer of existing budgeted funds.  (An affirmative vote of the Consent Agenda will approve this budget transfer.)
f.)  FY 09-10 General Fund Budget Transfer #2 – This budget transfer serves to recognize and re-allocate pass-thru funds restricted for Public Government Channel operations from available monies in non-departmental operations for the current year’s budget.  The transfer of existing budgeted funds to this line item will complete this year’s funding obligations for the county run public channel operations.  (An affirmative vote of the Consent Agenda will approve this budget transfer.)

g.)  Resolution Supporting Open and Accessible Beaches on the Cape Hatteras National Seashore Recreational Area – This resolution supports open public access to the Cape Hatteras National Seashore Recreational Area consistent with promises made in the enabling legislation and recognizes the importance of recreational access to sustain the economic viability of this unique area and finds the Interim Management Plan of the National Park Service the most effective tool available to regulate the area until a long-term plan can be adopted.  (An affirmative vote of the Consent Agenda will approve this resolution.)

8.  Items Removed from the Consent Agenda

9. Planning:

a.)  Conditional Use Permit: Application for a conditional use permit to establish a home occupation for Adams Towing in a Beach Residential (BR-1) zoning district within the existing residence at 3805 Keepers Way.   Two employees of Adams Towing would reside on the premises, maintain a small business office, and respond to calls.  The public hearing is requested to be scheduled for the June 7, 2010 Town Council meeting.

b.)  Text Amendment: Application to amend Section 42-251 of the Kitty Hawk Town Code with the addition of subsection (c)(34) permitting open air markets as a conditional use in the Beach Commercial (BC-2) district, subject to certain conditions.  The public hearing is requested to be scheduled for the June 7, 2010 Town Council meeting.

c.)  Conditional Use Permit: Application for a conditional use permit to establish an open air market at the former Foreman’s Lumber property at 4100 N. Croatan Highway.  At full capacity, the property would accommodate up to 89 retail vendors on/in approximately 18,490 square feet of retail space.  The public hearing is requested to be scheduled for the June 7, 2010 Town Council meeting.

d.)  Conditional Use Permit: Application for a conditional use permit to establish a veterinary hospital in Unit 9 of the existing multi-tenant building at the Ocean Plaza shopping center, 3723 N. Croatan Highway.  The public hearing is requested to be scheduled for the June 7, 2010 Town Council meeting.

e.)  Conditional Use Permit: Application for a conditional use permit to establish a produce stand within the existing shed addition on the northern side of the building containing Handee Hugo’s gas station/convenience store at 5361 N. Virginia Dare Trail.  The public hearing is requested to be scheduled for the June 7, 2010 Town Council meeting.

f.)  Text Amendment: Application to amend Subsection 4-5(c)(6) of the Kitty Hawk Town Code to permit up to two (2) horses per acre to be stabled.  The amendment also proposes to eliminate the maximum of four (4) of horses on a property.  The public hearing is requested to be scheduled for the June 7, 2010 Town Council meeting.

10.  New Business: 

a.) Call for Public Hearing for the 2010-2011 Fiscal Year Budget – Council has been presented with a recommended budget and it is available for public inspection.  The $6,405,543.00 budget is based on a tax rate of $0.18 per $100.00 of total estimated real valuation of taxable property.  Not earlier than ten days after the budget is presented to the governing body and not later than July 1st the governing body should adopt the budget.  It is requested a public hearing be scheduled during the regular Council meeting on June 7, 2010, 6:00 PM.  
b.) Policy for Code of Ethics – North Carolina General Statute 160A-86 requires the Town Council adopt a policy containing a code of ethics.  The purpose is to establish guidelines for ethical standards and to help determine what conduct is appropriate in particular cases.  It should not be considered a substitute for the law or for a council member’s best judgment.
c.) Amendment to Chapter 24 of the Town Code – This proposed ordinance adds Section 24-55 and provides regulations for the David Paul Pruitt, Jr. Park on The Woods Road.  The regulations are similar to the ones for Sandy Run Park and Windgrass Circle.  It includes hours of operation, prohibition of dogs and horses, and no overnight parking.
d.) Resolution Adopting the North Carolina Public Employee Deferred Compensation Plan – This 457(b) plan allows employees an additional option to participate in a pre-tax retirement savings plan.  Plan oversight is through Prudential and if approved will be offered after July 1, 2010.  There is also an accompanying Third-Party Administrator Agreement with Prudential that will need to be executed.
e.) Discussion on Storm Drainage Study and Agreement with Department of Transportation – If a study is agreed upon an agreement between the Town and NC Department of Transportation will be required.  It is estimated that the study could cost between $30,000 and $50,000 with each party paying half.  The cost includes hiring an engineering firm, studying the storm drainage problems and solutions to the storm drainage problems, and associated costs.
