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1. CALL TO ORDER/ATTENDANCE

Committee chair Christine Buckner called the meeting to order at approximately 6:05 p.m. Also present were vice –chair Dusty Rhoads, secretary Rita Phillis, Tom Hefner, Ricky Brake and Council Liaison Jeff Pruitt.

2. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Phillis made a motion to approve the agenda, seconded by Rhoads. The vote to approve was unanimous.

3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM JULY 29, 2014 MEETING

Brake moved to approve the minutes, seconded by Hefner. The vote to approve was unanimous.

4. PUBLIC COMMENT

No one came forward to speak.

5. PROJECT UPDATES
 LILLIAN STREET PARKING EXTENSION

Brake announced that the bid opening was the next day and that the project should be complete by mid to late May. Funding is available and the Tourism Board did issue a grant to help facilitate the project.

6. NEW BUSINESS

RECREATION COMMITTEE BUDGET FY 2015-2016 – There was discussion of the proposed and unchanged budget. Rhoads moved to approve, seconded by Phillis. The vote was unanimous.

RECREATION COMMITTEE WORK PLAN FY 2015-2016 – Since the Lillian Street project is funded Buckner suggested the committee look for other recreation needs. Pruitt recommended the committee see what’s available for grants and then pursue new projects. Discussion followed. Brake moved to approve, Phillis seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

RECREATION COMMITTEE MASTER PLAN PROPOSED CHANGES JANUARY 2015 – There was discussion of proposed changes to the Master Plan. Town Manager John Stockton had provided a copy of the NCDOT plan to ensure that the Master Plan encompasses everything on the NCDOT Comprehensive Plan. Phillis moved to adopt the plan with all proposed changes, Brake seconded. The vote to approve was unanimous.

7. OLD BUSINESS

Rhoads mentioned that while NCDOT had replaced the bollards at 158 and The Woods Road, two of the bollards had already been knocked down.

8. ITEMS BROUGHT UP BY COMMITTEE MEMBERS

Buckner said that she will talk to Willie Midgett about contacting NCDOT to replace the bollards on The Woods Road. Rhoads mentioned that the shed had been removed from the bathhouse parking lot and Brake said that paving was being done at the bathhouse site.  Brake also asked if the lifeguard service will be contracted out and Pruitt said that the council had decided to keep it within the town’s purview. Hefner and Phillis had nothing to discuss.
