RECREATION COMMITTEE MEETING

REGULAR MEETING

OCTOBER 26, 2010

KITTY HAWK MUNICIPAL BUILDING

1.  CALL TO ORDER/ATTENDANCE

Chair Christine Buckner called the meeting to order at approximately 6:08 p.m.  The following committee members were also present:
Vice-Chair Dusty Rhoads, and Secretary Rita Phillis.  Members Ricky Brake and Bill Tomlinson were absent.

2.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Phillis moved to approve the agenda, Buckner seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.
3.  APPROVAL OF JULY 27, 2010 MINUTES

Phillis mentioned deleting the 2nd paragraph of the minutes as the paragraph was repeated elsewhere in the minutes.  The paragraph was removed.  Buckner requested that the October 26 minutes include her compliment on the July 26 minutes.  Phillis moved to approve the minutes as amended, seconded by Buckner.  The motion passed unanimously.

4.  PUBLIC COMMENT

Public works director Willie Midgett spoke about plans to do repairs to the path on The Woods Road.  The work will be done by the Public Works Department.  He will also be soliciting bids to resurface the path.  He also said that there are funds in the Capital Budget for renovations to the Kiddie Park at the end of The Woods Rd.  He asked for suggestions; especially for the toddler area.  Buckner asked about using mulch under the play areas and Willie recommended that recycled tire mulch be used as it has a much better quality.  There was also discussion of adding something for shade.  He also mentioned redoing the decks at Windgrass Circle but not replacing the walkway as the area looks better without it.

5.  PROJECT UPDATES

Lillian Street Parking was moved from #4 to first on the list.  Willie distributed a sketch showing how additional parking could be added to the site and mentioned that 10 – 15 parking spaces could also be added on Lillian Street itself.  He said there isn’t money in the budget for the improvement and suggested that the town could apply for a grant.

Buckner asked him about the lot at Byrd Street and he said that Public Works would be doing some repairs of washouts but the lot is in good shape otherwise.

Sandy Run Park:  Buckner said that the grant application for the Tourism Bureau had been submitted in September and the town should her something in January about approval.

Dare County Kitty Hawk Park:  There has been a meeting with the skate community about plans for the skateboarding section. At that meeting John DeLucia said the park should be ready to open by Easter if the Kitty Hawk Town Council approves the site plan at the November Council meeting.
Sidewalk between Rt. 158 and Rt. 12 – Bids will be presented to the Council at the November meeting; if awarded the project could start in December.  Willie mentioned that the work on the 158 power lines should be done before the sidewalk is started.

6.  OLD BUSINESS

Recreation Master Plan:  Phillis suggested waiting until the next meeting to go over the plan so the entire committee could be present.  It was decided to move forward.

Rhoads mentioned Heritage Day being dropped from the Master Plan due to cost.  Buckner said it would be discussed as the committee went over the proposed changes.  

Chapter 1 – No changes except for a spelling correction.

Chapter 2 – The organization of the committee was changed from 7 members to 5.  Meeting schedule was changed to quarterly or as needed.

2.3.2  - Add description of path locations.
2.3.4 – Access, Item E, change dates that lifeguards are present.

2.3.5 – Add bike rack at Windgrass Circle to list of amenities.

2.3.7 – Item B, Natoli Property, verbiage about city park should be Item C.
2.4.1 – Item A, #3 the words “State License Required” should be added in parentheses.

2.4.2 – Sound Fishing – Rhoads will check to see if a state license is required and will report back at the next meeting.

2.4.5 – The Committee feels very strongly that all references to Heritage Day should remain.

Chapter 3 – Section 3.3 – Move # 2 (Connect Woods Rd Path at West Kitty Hawk Road to Twiford Street) to Long Term and move #2 of Long Term to Short Term.  Remove all references to kayaking from Mid Term.

Appendix A – Remove references to kayaking.
There was also an agreement to leave all references to Heritage Day in the Master Plan in the hopes that when the economy improves Heritage Day will be continued.

There discussion of whether or not to leave a Fishing Tournament in the Master Plan; it was decided the Tournament will remain.

7.  ITEMS BROUGHT UP BY COMMITTEE MEMBERS

Rhoads had nothing to discuss.

Phillis mentioned the upcoming Outer Banks Marathon.

Buckner had nothing to discuss.
