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1.  CALL TO ORDER/ATTENDANCE
   
Chair Christine Buckner called the meeting to order at approximately 6:07 p.m.. In addition to the chair the following committee members were present:  Ricky Brake, Tom Heffner and Rita Phillis. Also in attendance were council liaison Emilie Klutz and council member Jeff Pruitt.

2.  APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Phillis made a motion to approve, seconded by Brake. The motion passed unanimously.

3.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM JULY 30, 2013

Phillis moved to approve, seconded by Heffner. The motion passed unanimously.

4.  PUBLIC COMMENT

No one came forward to speak during the public comment period.

5.  PROJECT UPDATES

Buckner announced that the town was seeking a 75/25 grant for the Lillian Street parking expansion. If the Tourist Bureau does not award a grant the town can hit the surplus from Sandy Run Phase II. Council approved a preliminary sketch at the February 3, 2014 meeting. Klutz said there shouldn’t be a problem getting the required CAMA permit. A total cost of &70,588 was approved. A discussion of engineering costs followed.

6.  NEW BUSINESS

BUDGET – the budget was approved with 0% no changes from 2013/2014.
WORK PLAN – Priority #4 (Multi-Use Path on Kitty Hawk Road) the town received a letter from a resident supporting the idea. The path would all be state work and is in the NCDOT Comprehensive Transit Plan; the Town and the Rec Committee can encourage the state to proceed but cannot force the issue.
MASTER PLAN REVISIONS – the suggested revisions were approved.
BROCHURE – the committee reviewed the suggested brochure and approved it with two minor edits.
REQUEST FOR PORTAJON AT WILKINS ST PARKING LOT – a resident has volunteered to provide and maintain a portajon at the Wilkins St. beach access. Discussion followed concerning objections from residents near the access, mainly odor and parties and who would secure the portajon during an evacuation. Phillis moved to reject the offer, Brake seconded. The motion passed unanimously. John Stockton (Town Manager) will be asked to write to the resident who made the proposal thanking him for the offer and explaining why it can’t be accepted.
RECREATION ENHANCEMENTS – There was discussion of how to use the Sandy Run Phase II excess. It can be used for any recreational purpose. If the Tourist Bureau doesn’t award a grant for Lillian Street the excess will be used towards that project.
PARKS AND TRAILS CAPITAL RESERVE FUND – there was discussion of the reserve fund.
Additionally, Klutz announced that she was stepping down as the liaison and that Jeff Pruitt will be the new council liaison.

7.  OLD BUSINESS

There was no old business to discuss.

8.  ITEMS BROUGHT UP BY COMMITTEE MEMBERS

No members had anything to discuss.

9.  NEXT MEETING DATE

Phillis made a motion to adjourn; Brake seconded. The motion passed unanimously and the meeting adjourned at approximately 7:15 p.m.
