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APRIL 25, 2017

1. CALL TO ORDER/ATTENDANCE

A purple marten house has been installed at Sandy Run Park thanks to Linda Barnhart.

Barnhart went to the Visitors Center and several of the local real estate companies and found that no one she spoke with was aware of the parks in Kitty Hawk. She suggested that we get cards made up that can be posted in the cottages or put in the welcome packets. 500 cards can be gotten from Staples for approximately $166.00. It was announced that Kitty Hawk has made the final cut for a grant for the greenway. Henriques did a presentation about the proposed crossover between Kitty Hawk Park and the Nature Conservancy. He presented a feasibility study and visual aids to show the committee what he’d found when he visited the site with John DeLucia. Phillis suggested that the committee do a presentation to Council. Buckner will set up an informal presentation for Mayor Perry and Jeff Pruitt.
