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2.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA
With the addition of 6(b), Ferrier made a motion to approve the agenda. Faircloth seconded. The vote carried unanimously, 5-0. 

3.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM FEBRUARY 5, 2008

Upon note of a minor correction to page 3, Brake moved for approval of the minutes. Ferrier seconded. Vote was unanimous, 5-0. 

4.
PUBLIC COMMENT

There were no comments by the public offered. 

At this time, new member Mr. Matt Witter introduced himself to the committee. Witter indicated he works for Southern Insurance Agency as manager for the company. In bringing his experience as a volunteer for the past six years with Dare County Youth Council, Witter said he hopes to offer a new and different perspective from the needs of youth in the area.

Committee members then in turn introduced themselves. 

Chairwoman Buckner noted that Holly White has resigned and will be leaving early June, adding that she will be greatly missed. 

5.
OLD BUSINESS:

a.
FY 2008-09 Goals and Objectives Updates.  The goals and objectives have been updated to reflect the changes made at last month’s meeting.

Planner White stated the Recreation Committee Work Plan for FY 2008-09 was presented to Council for their review and consideration.  (Att. “A”)  

As part of trimming back the upcoming fiscal year budget, the Town’s general fund input for Heritage Day has been reduced to $5,000, from $14,935 in FY 2007-08. Council members offered their line item designated for reimbursement of travel expenses to be used for funding Heritage Day. (Most of the projects recommended by the Recreation Committee are funded through grants, not the Town’s operating funds.)

6.
NEW BUSINESS:

a.
Recreation Committee Participation and Frequency of Meetings.  In opening discussion for scheduling meetings, Chairwoman Buckner indicated that the committee is required to meet each July to appoint chair and vice chair positions.  Also, a quorum must be present in order for a meeting to be conducted. 

Comments were offered that the Town’s Recreation Committee has accomplished much in the past three to four years and it should be proud of its achievements and benefits to its citizens. 

There was a consensus among members that meeting every month is not necessary. Meeting every other month was suggested, with the recommendation that each future meeting then be set as needed whether it be every other month or quarterly. 

Chairwoman Buckner read into the record the following letter from Rhoads:


“For my Friends on the Recreation Committee:


“I have been asking the locals for input on the Dare County / Kitty Hawk Park on Kitty Hawk Road. The consensus is:



“Dog Park - OK. Some say, ‘why?’



“Covered Pool Facility - a definite yes!


“Skate Park - a definite yes! Many parents and kids say they would like to see a ‘street park’ with a few half-pipes on something similar to the one in Hatteras built by Dare County or at the YMCA. 


“Finally, with our work load, do we really need to meet monthly? We may have better participation with fewer meetings, such as quarterly. We have lost several knowledgeable committee members during my time on the Recreation Committee. Do we have any new locals interested in being on our committee? Maybe we need to advertise again.


“Respectfully submitted, Dusty Rhoads”

It was noted Jackson would be submitting his resignation; therefore, with a vacancy, a need for advertising is presented.

Comments were offered that meeting less would also save Town funds, as well as being mindful of Town staff’s time. 

Planner White stated Town staff could email committee members between meetings in order to keep the committee up-to-date with any information on ongoing projects or what would have been normally covered at a monthly meeting. 

A decision was made to hold the next meeting on July 29, 2008, at 7:00 p.m., and any future meeting dates would be determined as needed. 
*b.
Plaque for Kitty Hawk Bike Shop.  Chairwoman Buckner indicated that it would be nice for the Recreation Committee to present a plaque to Mr. Michael Gibson, with Kitty Hawk Cycle Company, thanking him for all his help in obtaining and assembling bike racks throughout the Town of Kitty Hawk.  It was deemed more appropriate to present a plaque that could be hung in his place of business rather than having recognition markers at the bike racks.  Planner White said she could have something ready to be presented at the Council’s June meeting. 

7.
PROJECT UPDATE:

a.
Dare County Park Proposal Public Input Sessions.  Sandy Farrow, Dare County Parks and Recreation, plans to conduct three public input sessions to gain feedback on a proposed park plan and determine the on-site amenities. 

Chairwoman Buckner reported she attended the first public session which was well received, noting that a topic of much interest was the dog park proposal. Many dog owners were in attendance, and the general suggestion made regarding the proposal was for large and small dogs to be separated. 

Committee members were encouraged to complete the questionnaire that is located on the county’s website relating to this item. 

In response to general questions posed, Planner White offered to contact Farrow and then email committee members summarizing items discussed at the meetings and any updates. 

b.
Sandy Run Park.  Planner White noted the Boy Scout member is finished with his project at Sandy Run Park. As a regular alternative to completing Town recreational needs, she suggested that the leader be contacted for future needs as scouts are looking for projects each year. 

c.
Bike Racks for Beach Accesses.  The bike racks arrived the first week in March and have been placed at the Kitty Hawk Bath House, Lillian Street, Byrd Street, Windgrass Circle and Sandy Run Park. 

d.
Bike Paths.  With regard to the bike paths located at US HWY 158 from The Woods Road to Wal-Mart and Bay Drive from Windgrass Circle to the Kill Devil Hills Line, Planner White noted the Town Manager informed her that paperwork is being waited on, which is an agreement with NCDOT to allow the Town to draw funds. The preliminary work and design of the paths is in place. Any landscaping disturbed will be relocated in between the path and the road (towards the highway in order to provide a safety buffer). 

With regard to the path at Kitty Hawk Road between US HWY 158 and NC HWY 12, NCDOT has plans to widen the right-turn lane at the post office and needs to obtain an easement. Cooperation of obtaining a portion of the right-of-way has been difficult.

No items were brought forward by committee members.

Chairwoman Buckner and committee members again thanked Planner White for all her hard work and dedication to the Town’s planning needs and projects. White returned her appreciation as well.
