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1. CALL TO ORDER/ATTENDANCE
Chair Christine Buckner called the meeting to order at approximately 6:15. In addition to the chair the following committee members were present:  Vice-Chair Dusty Rhoads, Secretary Rita Phillis and Bill Tomlinson. Council Liaison Emilie Klutz was also in attendance.

2. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Buckner requested that Agenda Item #6 (Old Business) be moved to Item 5-C. Phillis made a motion to approve the amended agenda, seconded by Tomlinson. Approval was unanimous.

3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM APRIL 27, 2012 MEETING
Rhoads made a motion to approve the minutes, seconded by Buckner. Approval was unanimous

4. PUBLIC COMMENT
No one came forward for public comment.

5. NEW BUSINESS
Moment of Silence – a moment of silence was held for Kitty Hawk Heritage Day Volunteers Anges Wise and Gerald Balonis.

Election of 2012/2013 Officers – Phillis nominated Buckner for another term as Chair, Tomlinson seconded, and the vote was unanimous. Phillis nominated Rhoads for Vice-Chair, Buckner seconded nad the vote was unanimous. Phillis accepted appointment as Secretary.

Multi-Use Path Directional Signs – Kitty Hawk residents Lynne McClean and Tom Heffner said they are often asked for directions from bicyclists and walkers coming off the path at Moore Shore Rd. They said it would be helpful to have a signpost showing how to get to the beach, Sandy Run Park, the Pruitt Path on the Woods Rd., etc. Discussion followed of what the signpost would have on it and placement. Buckner mentioned that the post would have to go in the NCDOT Right of Way and must comply with NCDOT rules. Klutz mentioned that parts of Kitty Hawk Rd. don’t have an NCDOT ROW. Discusswion of the ROW followed. It was decided that an NCDOT rule book be obtained and that the issue be studied further with input from Planner Joe Heard and Public Works Director Willie Midgette. Klutz will mention the issue in her report to council. McClean and Heffner will discuss with Rhoads ways to facilitate the sign and what to include.

Recreation Brochure – Buckner showed an example of a brochure put together by Sandy Hawley that will show residents and visitors the many recreation activities available in Kitty Hawk. 

Discussion of Video Topics for Gov/Ed Channel Programming – The town has bought video cameras and equipment. The TV channel currently has still pictures but no video. There was discussion of what videos could be posted on the Gov/Ed channel. Klutz suggested one video for each park including the County park. Town staff will do the filming.

6. PROJECT UPDATES

Sandy Run Park Interpretive Signs – the company hired to make the signs is not being responsive to voicemails or emails so Joe Heard is looking for another sign maker. Rhoads suggested Art, Metal and Plastic and said he’d contact Joe to let him know.

7. ITEMS BROUGHT UP BY COMMITTEE MEMBERS
Phillis and Tomlinson had nothing to discuss. Rhoads mentioned that people walking to the beach are still veering north after using the sidewalk next to the Post Office and endangering themselves. He suggested barrier to prevent this. Buckner showed examples of outdoor gym equipment that could be used at the County park as work out stations. Some packages cost as little as 8,00.00 to 15,000.00. She suggested there could be a partnership between the town and the county to purchase and install the equipment at designated places on the path around the park. Discussion followed. Buckner will contact Tim White with Dare County to see if the County is interested.

Tomlinson moved to adjourn, seconded by Rhoads. The motion passed unanimously and the meeting adjourned at approximately 7:30.
