APPROVAL OF AGENDA:
Buckner noted a correction to the Agenda:  the Minutes to be approved should be July 31, 2007 instead of June 26, 2007.  Buckner made a motion to approve the Agenda with that correction.  Jackson seconded, and the motion was approved, 4-0.  (3 members absent)  
3.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM JUNE 26, 2007  JULY 31, 2007:  (*Corrected per Agenda Item #2)  


Noting the correction from June 26, 2007, to July 31, 2007 Minutes, Buckner made a motion to approve the Minutes for July 31, 2007.  Seconded by Jackson, and approved 4-0.  

4.  PUBLIC COMMENT:    None

5.  OLD BUSINESS:  

· Bike Racks – Bruce Ferrier:  Priority 5 in the Committee’s 2007-2008 Work Plan states, “Order and install bike racks at the Bath House, Lillian St., Byrd St., and Windgrass Circle Public Beach Accesses.”  The Committee should also decide if they would like to add Sandy Run Park or other areas of the Town in these plans.  
Chairman Monroe indicated that Ferrier had intended to discuss this, but could not be present.  It was decided to omit this item for the time being.   

· Sandy Run Park Ribbon Cutting – A Ribbon Cutting Ceremony will be held on September 7th at 11:00 a.m.  Refreshments will be provided.  Please think about and discuss any special guests that the Committee would like to invite to the ribbon cutting.    

Councilwoman Klutz advised that there is $2,500.00 in the Recreation Committee budget for this fiscal year.  However, there was a recommendation at the last meeting that the money be used to purchase picnic tables for the pavilion at Sandy Run Park.  Liaison White researched a grant from

the Tourist Bureau for picnic tables, bike racks, and the signage for Sandy Run Park.  If grant money is available, the Town will file an application for all those items for FY 2008-09, which would require matching funds from the Town.  It will require that Council approve a budget amendment.  

The Committee discussed the purchase of bike racks for various areas of town.  Kitty Hawk Cycle has offered to provide the racks at cost to the Town.  These would be similar to the 18 space rack listed in the pamphlet the Committee looked at.  The members agreed that was a good bargain.  

After considerable discussion as to the bike racks’ locations and size, the Committee recommended the following:   an 18 space bike rack be placed at the Bath House, 

an 18 space bike rack in Sandy Run Park, 

 a 10 space bike rack at Lillian Street,   
 

 a 9 space bike rack at Bird Street, and  

 

 a 5 space bike rack at Windgrass Circle.   

Regarding concern that the racks could be removed, Jackson advised that the racks are not bolted, but some weigh 100 pounds, are six feet long, and are difficult to move.  Rhoads suggested that if they determine that there is a need elsewhere, the racks could be moved around.  Councilwoman Klutz clarified that the Committee recommended purchasing the bike racks at this time by using the $2,500.00 available, in the sizes and at the locations noted above.  

Buckner suggested that picnic tables should be placed under the gazebo at Sandy Run Park.  Rhoads discussed having schoolchildren build the tables as a project in wood shop.  Jackson added that last year he had been told that all that the Town would be required to provide would be the lumber.  He volunteered to approach the teacher again.  Rhoads will inquire if Guy C. Lee or Kellogg would be interested in donating the wood.  Councilwoman Klutz advised that the Town could send a letter to indicate its gratitude if either company donated material.  The members agreed that Jackson should approach the teacher about students building the tables.  There should be enough money left in the budget to pay for this expense.  Buckner requested that one of the tables be handicapped accessible.  
· Sandy Run Park Ribbon Cutting – A Ribbon Cutting Ceremony will be held on September 7th at 11:00 a.m.  Refreshments will be provided.  Please think about and discuss any special guests that the Committee would like to invite to the ribbon cutting.    

Chairman Monroe indicated that Councilwoman Klutz, Vice Chairman Ferris, and he had met with Liaison White to develop a list of invitees for the Ribbon Cutting, Ceremony.  The members discussed people that should be invited which all appeared to be on the list.  Councilwoman Klutz advised that there will be press releases to notify the public.  The members may check the list with Liaison White.  Refreshments will consist of watermelon and lemonade.  

· Lillian Street Additional Parking – Ricky Brake, Emilie Klutz.  
Chairman Monroe indicated that the Police and Public Works Departments had both said no to 
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the additional parking.  Councilwoman Klutz explained that the turnaround area is needed for people to turn around there rather than in residents’ driveways.  However, extending the area is in the works; she has provided that request to the Town Manager, and Council will take that up in the Capital Improvements budget.  

· Dune Crossing near Lillian Street – Emilie Klutz.  
Councilwoman Klutz related that she had checked with Public Works Director Midgett regarding this matter.  He said that the accesses on either side of Lillian Street occur more frequently than they do in the northern part of the town, and that no one is more than 350 feet away from an access.  He feels that there are plenty of access points along the dune.  The fencing is intended to build up the dunes with vegetation and runs along the base and over the dune.  There is nothing they can do to stop people from jumping the fences which will happen, but putting in more access points would weaken the dune.  Rhoads indicated that he has not seen the fence breached in that one area since the one incident.  Councilwoman Klutz noted that Public Works stays on top of it.  

· Recreation Master Plan:  At the July 16th Planning Board meeting the Recreation Master Plan was reviewed and approved.  The Town Council has received a copy of the Plan and will review it at their September 4th (Tuesday) meeting at 6:00 p.m.  They could approve, approve with conditions, deny, or defer the Plan.  
This was self-explanatory.  Chairman Monroe and Rhoads reported that the Planning Board meeting was a very good meeting with the Plan being well received, and many comments were made in praise of the Plan.  

· Sandy Run Park Interpretative Signage – Please provide Holly with your topic of research for interpretative signage.  Holly would like to set up a short (30 minute) meeting with each member to discuss their topics.  
Jackson indicated that his topic is snakes, Buckner will cover birds, Rhoads will do fish, Faircloth is doing animals, and Monroe will be doing poisonous plants.  A suggestion to install a purple martin house was not considered to be a good idea due to maintenance problems.  

6.  NEW BUSINESS:  

· Sidewalk/Multi-Use Path between Hwy. 158 & Hwy. 12 along Kitty Hawk Road – At the last Recreation Committee Meeting, there was an interest in constructing a sidewalk/multi-use path along Kitty Hawk Road between Hwy. 158 and Hwy. 12.  Emilie Klutz has discussed this proposal with the Town Manager and Mayor and will be providing feedback.    
Councilwoman Klutz reported that she had presented this matter at the last Town Council meeting, and Council’s consensus was for the Town staff to look into it.  The Town Manager then sent out a letter asking the State for permission to use the right-of-way for a multi-use path rather than a sidewalk.  The State has responded with permission for the Town to do it.  The Town Manager has a workshop with Council in October on capital projects and this matter will be 
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included.  The path will be placed between the highways from the post office to the beach on the south side where the crosswalk is.  There is a possibility that they may be able to use Powell Bill funds which will enable them to complete it with road funds.  

Buckner queried if the Town is aware of what is happening in that area on the north side of Kitty Hawk Road between Hurricane Mo’s parking lot and the street where people are parking to go to the beach.  Rhoads added that people are parking in a repair area across from the post office, and on the right-of-way.  Councilwoman Klutz said that it is a state right-of-way, and she could bring this up to the police.  If it is in the drainfield, then it is a problem.  She will check into it.  

· Ordinance to Chapter 13:  Parks and Recreation – This ordinance would establish rules for the use of Sandy Run Park.  The Committee should provide their recommendation to Council.    

The members discussed this proposed Ordinance.  In answer to a question, Councilwoman Klutz indicated that Sandy Run Park will not be locked since the police prefer to drive through there on their rounds.  The members thoroughly reviewed and discussed the rules in the ordinance.  They also discussed the need for the rules to be posted, and whether that would be done with large signs or freestanding cases with glass fronts.  The members felt that dog cleanup bags should be available for people to help keep the park clean, and Councilwoman Klutz will carry that request forward.  The members also determined that Sandy Run Park should be available to all the public at all times, and no restricted to private parties at any time.  

Rhoads made a motion to send the ordinance to Council as written without revisions.  After a second by Jackson, the motion passed, 4-0.

PROJECT UPDATES:  
· Dusty Rhoads – Heritage Project.   

Rhoads indicated that this has all been arranged.  Safety glass will be provided at either cost or at no cost.  He has talked to the people who will be involved, and they are excited about the project.  However, nothing will be done until after Heritage Day.  Cozy Kitchens will build the enclosures once those are approved, and the donated items will be obtained once the group meets and puts a list together.  They have received many photographs and some donated items.  After Heritage Day is over, they will meet and form sub-committees to pursue the project.  Councilman Reid is on board and is excited about proceeding with this.  

· Post Office Parking for Bath House.  
Councilwoman Klutz related that she has talked to Mayor Perry about Post Office contacts’ refusal to allow Kitty Hawk to use the parking lot since they think they will need it.  She plans to go on-line to view the postal service budget to see if there is anything actually planned for a construction project here in Kitty Hawk.  If she does not find that on-line, she will request information from them directly as to what they have planned.  These efforts will most likely not
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change anything, but the Mayor is interested in articulating to them what a shame it is that they are not willing to do this.  She feels that they are missing an opportunity for all governments to work cooperatively together to serve the public, which is what government should do.  However, they will send one more letter.  

· Sandy Run Park.  

Chairman Monroe told the members that the Manager has told Jimmy Hewitt that he could plant his tree now that the Contractor has finished the boardwalk.  Liaison White had indicated that Mr. Hewitt had identified another tree to place there since he has sold the previous tree he had offered.  The objective is to plant the tree before the ribbon cutting ceremony.  Councilwoman Klutz indicated that she had e-mailed the Town Manager about the watering collars for trees, and the Manager had requested Public Works to purchase some of those.  Chairman Monroe indicated that the contractor will replace some of the trees which had warranties.  Buckner noted that some of the shrubs on the island are also becoming decimated.  The members further discussed care of the plants and trees in Sandy Run Park.  Councilwoman Klutz felt that once the park is completed and maintenance is taken over by the Town, that Public Works will do a good job of taking care of it.   Monroe suggested that the Recreation Committee members be the “watchdog” for this.
